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FEEDBACK MECHANISM

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REPORT ON FEEDBACK.

The session was convened with the aim of eliciting feedback from students. Dr. Amar Raj Singh Suri,
the Director of Shoolini Online, presided over the proceedings, and Online Distance Learning and
Online Learning students were requested to offer their input, opinions, and suggestions.

Online distance learning students also have provided feedback that highlights the diligent work of
their subject teachers and the quality of the study materials offered by the institution. Additionally,
they have expressed gratitude towards the staff who provided assistance in resolving any
challenges they encountered during their learning journey. This feedback is of utmost importance
as it serves as a valuable tool to evaluate the effectiveness of online distance learning programs,
enabling institutions to identify areas for improvement and refine the learning experience.

Later on, the Director of Shoolini Online, Dr. Amar Raj Singh Suri, shared his valuable
recommendations with the students, emphasizing that they could directly approach him or any other
faculty member regarding any academic concerns. The Director also informed that teachers were
instructed to use both Hindi and English during their live classes. He suggested that students must
listen to podcasts and talks on YouTube as possible to enhance their conversational abilities.
Furthermore, the Director highlighted that YouTube is an excellent resource for students to access
relevant content on their subjects in the language of their choice. Lastly, he informed the
students that the teachers will provide subtitles alongside their online lectures to enhance
understanding.

Later on, Dr. Pooja Verma, Associate Professor, recommended that students should review recorded
lectures provided for self-study, and emphasized the need to memorize the content through writing
and practice until a clear understanding is achieved.

Overall, the session was highly productive, and issues related to academic learning and teaching were
comprehensively deliberated.
